GENERAL (COMMERCIAL) CONDITIONS OF THE CONTRACT

3.1 PRICE APPLICABILITY

Prices in the work Order shall remain valid for the period of completion schedule or
extended completion schedule or till the work is completed. In case of delayed supplies,
after completion period, the advantage of reduction of taxes/duties shall be passed onto
the Institute and no benefit of increase will be permitted to the Contractor.

3.2  STANDARDS

The furniture Materials supplied under the contract shall conform to the standards
mentioned in the Technical Specifications and CPWD specifications as applicable.

3.3 PATENT RIGHTS

The Contractor shall indemnity the Institute against all third party actions/claims of
infringement of patent, trademark or industrial design rights arising from the use of
goods or any part thereof.

34 PERFORMANCE SECURITY

3.4.1 Within 10 days of the Contractor’s receipt of Letter of Intent (LOI), the Contractor shall
furnish a Performance Security for the amount specified in special condition of the
tender in the form of a Bank Guarantee issued by a schedule Bank from its branch in
Delhi/Delhi NCR in the prescribed format given in this tender.

3.4.2 The proceeds of the Performance Security shall be payable to the Institute as
compensation for any loss resulting from the Contractor’s failure to complete its
obligations under the contract.

3.4.3 The Performance Bond shall be in the form of bank guarantee issued by a scheduled
bank situated in India and the form provided by the Institute.

3.4.4 The Performance Bond will be discharged by the Institute after completion of the
Contractor’s obligations including any warranty obligations under the contract.
